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1. In all areas of the school building, the hall and the school ground, smoking is strictly
prohibited

2. Nobody, except the executive committee or by the executive committee instructed
persons, are allowed to retension, to demount slacklines or doing other changes at
the clampingset or the slackline.

3. The hall as well as the slacklines and other material provided from the club have to
be treated respectfully and carefully.

4. In order to avoid accidents while somebody is standing on a slackline, it is prohibited
to jostle, to frighten, to throw objects (e.g. balls) to this person or to touch her/his
line.

5. All rooms e.g. storage, material garages, cabinets, and toilets have to be kept clean
and have to be left like in the way they were entered. The school building, the gym
area and the school ground are video controlled.

6. It is not allowed to use other sport- or gymnastic apparats from school, except the
executive committee allowed or provided them.

7. It is only allowed to stay in hall 2, hall3, the assigned changing cabinets and WC’s. It
is strictly prohibited to go into classrooms and can be punished with a report.

8. It  is  not  allowed  to  take  away  material  of  the  hall  from  the  club  or  to  use  it  for
slacklining outside.

9. It is not allowed to enter the hall with walking/outdoorshoes

10. Eating and drinking in the hall is prohibited and only allowed in front of the hall in the
entrance area. Also beverage bottles have to be placed in the entrance area.

11. The club Basel City Slackliners takes no responsibility for valuables or other objects
of members and non-members.

12. We demand a respectful and thoughtful treatment of each other. Intentional or rude
trouble of the training mode or members can lead to training exclusion and/or club
exclusion.
